At the start of the meeting a minute’s silence was proposed in memory of ex-councillor Jake Dale.

Prior to the start of the meetings, the Clerk reminded all present of the briefing regarding purdah (this
pre-election period) i.e. what can and can’t be discussed.

6. Matters arising from the minutes of the previous meeting -

6.1 Update from the working group as regards Coronation Fun Day 8th May ‘23, Willey Flatts Field
(L&C Draft Minutes refer - 30.03.23)

Clir Smailes reported that the working group met as the formal Leisure and Culture meeting wasn’t quorate. YTC
Events infrastructure manager forwarded Cllr Smailes the matrix that is required by ISAG (Independent Safety
Advisory Group) for her to record the required documents from each group - this has been forwarded to the Events
Manager. The current main issue is that the bar provider has cancelled and other contacts are being followed up
(short timescale now so bar may be left out). The posters are being printed and will be received shortly. Tees Valley
Mayor, Ben Houchen, is offering a welcome. A programme of entertainment has been confirmed to the Event
Manager.

The Clerk reminded that the posters and social media needs to go out from YTC (i.e. via the Clerk) in the first
instance, not naming individual councillors. Clir Smailes confirmed that this had been agreed at the working group
meeting and would be followed through; the posters would be available shortly.

7. Finance

8. Town Hall Heritage Centre Project

8.1 General Update on Build Project & Timeline

Cllr Monck reported that there were only minor updates on the report at the last meeting. The build is currently
approximately 6 weeks behind schedule largely due to the water table; this has caused issues re. laying the floor. The
Weather Vane has been sent for refurbishment to a specialist blacksmith company. The tower has many layers of

construction installed over the original, some not constructed well; this is being refurbished. Build completion is
expected close to the end of June. The ground floor exhibition team will then occupy the building for the fit out.

8.2 Town Hall Defibrillator - Location

Clir Coulson reminded the meeting that one of the High St. defibrillators had been removed from the side of Yarm
Town Hall prior to the build project beginning. The volunteer co-ordinator of the town’s defibrillators has confirmed
that she would like it to be reinstated at the Town Hall and ClIr Coulson therefore proposed this.

8.3 Engagement Update & 8.4 Fit-Out of Ground Floor Main Exhibition Space

Clir Monck reported that Matthew Rosier and Mediale (creating the ground floor exhibition) had visited for further
development work and had met with the build project team to review the final fit out re. AV requirements.

Yarm residents including the Town Hall Clock Winder have also met with Meidale and Rosier.

The Heritage Centre Development Manager (Juliet Johnson) reported that, building on the pre-Christmas
engagement work M.Rosier and Meidale (the AV production specialists) have produced a schedule for filming and
recording that links each of the main artefacts to people, groups and events in the town. The meetings that took
place during the recent visit (using Lunar Blu as a ‘revolving meeting venue’) involved firming up some of the ideas
and proposed schedule with individuals and groups including the Wellness Centre, Sprouts Food Charity and an
Allotment Tenant who co-ordinates food collections, the Clock Winder and the Volunteers from True Lovers Walk.
True Lovers Walk team are going to lead on the creation of the central exhibition platform which will be bespoke
carved wood (2 local professional carpenters have also agreed to lead this project); other individual volunteers will
be able to join in.

As referenced at 8.3, the main exhibition design and installation team have been able to inform the electrical fit-out
of the Heritage Centre in principle (given the exhibition design isn’t complete yet), a rare opportunity. This also
included discussion regarding future proofing how the space might be used in (e.g.) 5-10 yrs time i.e. if the exhibition
is changed.

Clir Monck & the Development Manager stated that the requirement for an external noticeboard (legally required
for certain council notices) was discussed. Digital options with contracts were proposed; the Clerk cautioned against
anything with an ongoing financial agreement (i.e. the functionality required would have to be so that YTC could load
information without cost for specialist help). It was concluded that an old-fashioned noticeboard (i.e. where paper
minutes could be pinned) might be best and that a digital noticeboard could contain posters, notices and product
such as the 1914 Group’s Remembrance film (again, so YTC could load product without cost).
